Tāpoi Scholarship 

 
Regulations 

 

1. Purpose 
 

This scholarship was established in 2018 to support Māori students who are 
entering undergraduate study at Lincoln University and who intend to pursue a 
degree in the Tourism field. 

 
 

2. Number/Value 
 

The number of scholarships awarded annually shall be decided by the Vice- 
Chancellor and shall comprise a total of $5,000 via a credit to: 

 

a) the recipient’s personal account in the form of a fortnightly stipend during the 
academic 



5. Selection Committee 
 

The scholarship is to be awarded by the Vice-Chancellor on the 
recommendation of a selection committee, which shall comprise of: 

 
a) Director Māori and Pasifika 
b) Director, Student and Stakeholder Engagement or appropriate nominee 
c) Nominee of the Strategic Scholarships Committee Chair. 

 

The selection committee may invite short listed candidates to attend an 
interview. 

 
The selection committee may refrain from making an award if it finds no 
candidate of sufficient merit. 

 
 

6. Tenure 
 

a) The tenure of the scholarship is for a maximum of one year. 
b) The scholarship is not tenable with any other Lincoln University funded 

scholarship.
